Facts:

· The pesticide chemical is not a natural pheromone. It is at least two synthetic chemicals called "Checkmate."

· Checkmate chemicals are NOT non-toxic. They are considered "slightly toxic" by experts.

· The chemicals are NOT highly or moderately toxic such as lead, cyanide or arsenic.

· However mild, their toxicity is enough to kill fish and land animals in high enough doses.

· Many peninsula residents do not want any pesticides sprayed on them, their children or their babies, no matter how mild their toxicity.

· There is no evacuation plan, nor compensation for peninsula residents who have to leave because of  health concerns.
